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A TM Using Finger Prints 

ABSTRACT 

The main aim of this project is to make the ATM machine accessible by everyone 

with enhanced security. A team of organized criminals is installing equipment on 

legitimate bank A TMs in at least 2 regions to steal both the A TM card number and the 

PIN. The team sits nearby in a car receiving the information transmitted wirelessly over 

weekends and evening from equipment they install on the front of the ATM. 

The equipment used to capture your ATM card number and PIN is cleverly 

disguised to look like normal A TM equipment. 

So , to overcome this problem we are designing a project which contains finger 

print reader. Once the finger details is given a window is displayed on the PC this PC 

contains touch screen. Person can enter the amount to withdraw. And can receive the note 

from note dispenser interfaced with microcontroller. 
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
